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From the Pastor’s Desk 

It is funny in a way:  We live in a time of powerful 
cultural shifts and, yet, there are parts of reality that 
are unlikely to ever change.  The plight of the church 
as an institution has many of us concerned – 
sometimes to a degree that we lose sight of what is 
functioning still in our local houses of worship.  Yet 
despite all the spiritual and administrative turmoil 
caused by these circumstances, there are moments 
when we are simply reminded that God still 
provides.  

One such moment happened to me when I was right 
in the middle of moving my office from the First 
Reformed Church in New Brunswick to our church 
here in Spotswood.  Somehow, the time had passed 
quicker than my helpers and I had noticed; and in 
the end of the day, I found myself happy but 
exhausted with a bunch of empty moving boxes in 
the parking lot facing the Pixie playground.  The sun 
was going down; everybody had left, and the scene 
in front of my eyes reminded me of the beginning of 
one of my favorite hymns, “Fast falls the eventide …”  

Abide with me, fast falls the eventide;  
The darkness deepens Lord, with me abide!  
When other helpers fail and comforts flee,  

Help of the helpless, oh, abide with me. 

These words, you know, really go back to one of the 
founding stories of early Christianity, the story of 
Emmaus.  After the crucifixion, two of the Lord’s 
disciples were journeying to the town of this name 
when a third traveler joined them.  They did not 
know who he was, but he sure knew how to explain 
the sad events in Jerusalem to them.  As they arrived 
at the village, the stranger wanted to move on.  But 
one of the disciples urged him to stay and introduced 
his plea with reference to the fast falling eventide.  
Shortly thereafter, the stranger revealed himself as 
the resurrected Lord. 

I had none of this when I stepped out into the 
parking lot that evening.  But the hymn was on my 
mind.  And I grew still and saw and prayed.  There 
was a doe in front of me right on the patch of grass 
that precedes the edge of the woods on the other side 
of Pixie.  And two robins were having a marital 
argument in front of it.  By the fence of the 
parsonage, there was a chipmunk observing all this.  
And above me?  An entire squadron of martins was 
hunting high in the clouds.  I stood there and 
marveled.  How well organized all this took place 
without a human hand in it!  

As you and I now go together into a new school and 
work year, may the church provide us with similar 
experiences of God’s ongoing provision!  Yes, 
eventide is a reality at the end of each day, each 
period of life, and, of course, our life span itself.  But 
God does not cease to love us and to be present in 
our troubles.  In the weeks to come, may you be 
prompted by God’s loving care to sing with me 
another stanza from “Abide with Me”: 

I fear no foe, with Thee at hand to bless: 
Ills have no weight, and tears no bitterness. 

Where is death's sting? 
Where, grave, thy victory? 

I triumph still, if Thou abide with me. 

With fond wishes, wherever you are!

Rev. Dr. Hartmut Kramer-Mills is a native of Germany 
and received most of his theological education there, at 
the universities of Heidelberg and Marburg.  He also 
studied at McCormick Theological Seminary in Chicago 
where he received his Master of Divinity.  He holds a 
doctorate in theology from Greifswald University.  For 
several years, he taught Church History at the Teacher’s 
College in Erfurt, Germany.  With the exception of the 
church of St. Wenzel in Naumburg, Germany, where he 
was vicar in 1990, Hartmut has always served smaller 
congregations.  He enjoys the intergenerational settings 
of smaller places and the "signature activities", by which 
their church families oftentimes express their particular 
identity. 

For many here, Pastor Hartmut is not a stranger because 
he served our congregation as interim pastor from 1999 
to 2000.  His most recent pastorate at the First Reformed 
Church of New Brunswick was shared with his wife Susan, 

a native of New Jersey.  
Susan remains at First 
Reformed Church as the 
Executive Director of 
Dina’s Dwellings, a 
supportive housing 
project for victims of 
domestic violence.  She 
is also the Executive 
Minister for the Classis 

of New Brunswick, our local denominational district.

Their older daughter Lillian and her family are in Merced, 
CA.  Their younger daughter Allison lives in Washington, 
D.C.

An Exciting Interfaith Initiative 

by Pastor Hartmut 

On occasion, some of us feel critical about our 
denomination:  conflicts at General Synod, irrelevant 
mailings from denominational offices, and the ever too-
large amount of denomination assessments are frequent 
topics of the discussion. 

But there is also another side.  Sometime last year, our 
denomination partnered with its sister-denomination, 
the Christian Reformed Church, to create an interfaith 
partnership program that I find very exciting.  The goal is 
to create peer learning groups among Christian and 
Muslim congregations.  What a great response to the 
turmoil of our time! 

I was blessed enough to be accepted as one of four pastors, 
two from the Reformed Church in America and two from 
the Christian Reformed Church, to help to develop this 
program.  For this, the denomination will send me to our 
Interfaith Al-Amana Centre in Oman and then to a week 
of family life in another predominantly Muslim country, 
most likely Egypt.  This is scheduled for the last week in 
October and the first of November this year.  Parallel to 
this, there will be books to read and reports to write. 

The purpose of all this will become clearer in the time 
after these travels.  Then, we four pastors will try to 
establish peer learning groups between Muslims and 
Christians in our region.  I very much hope that there will 
be interest in our church family for this. 

I feel already blessed all around!  When I first mentioned 
the project during my interviewing process with members 
of the Search Team and the Consistory, I received a lot of 
support.  When I approached my Muslim friends at the 
Turkish-American Peace Islands Institute and at the New 
Brunswick Islamic Center, the support was similar. 

Did you know that our denomination’s Interfaith Al-
Amana Centre in Muscat, Oman is the result of 124 years 
of our involvement in Oman?  Reformed missionaries 
arrived in Oman in 1893 and our denomination built a 
hospital there in 1904.  Later, we added a Christian 
school.  In 1987 when the school closed, the Al Amana 
Interfaith Centre was established “with the approval and 
blessing of His Majesty Sultan Qaboos.”
